The student will spend the majority of his/her time during the final week of the rotation
preparing an oral presentation and written rotation report
The Pl will grade the oral presentation and written report and submit a Laboratory
Evaluation Form to the University program administrator on or before the start of the next
rotation

The student will take advantage of every opportunity for professional development and
growth as a scientist (read journals, attend seminars, question authority, etc)
The student will be required to attend all group meetings (currently Tuesday at 2PM)

The student will seek advice when appropriate from the Pl, from other members of the lab,
and/or other faculty as needed
